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BUCKNER TERRACE HISTORY

1980: BTHA Organizes

Seventy neighbors met in the Skyline Branch Library to
form the Buckner Terrace Homeowners Association on
July 19, 1980. The primary impetus was to rid the
neighborhood of the cement batching plant located
south of Forney Road, east of the creek near Ashbrook
Road.

A cement batching plant is a device that combines
various ingredients to form concrete, including sand,
water, aggregate (rocks, gravel, etc.), fly ash, potash,
and cement. The resulting hazardous dust covered the
entire neighborhood (we couldn’t keep it out of our
homes) and the heavy cement trucks represented a
constant hazard on Forney Road.

In the ensuing months BTHA rallied neighborhood
residents to overwhelmed City Hall with letters, phone
calls and personal appearances. Finally the plant was
forced to relocate in July, 1982, by the Dallas Board of
Adjustments as a direct result of our efforts. The
Spanish East Congregation of the Jehovah's Witnesses
stands on the site where the cement batching plant
used to pollute our neighborhood with noxious dust and
oversized traffic.
